 Spammers & Email: 

  

I have recently sent some of you an email warning you about forwarding emails you have received. Forwarding emails adds whatever 

email addresses you are forwarding to the email addresses that are already contained in the email. These addresses are an easy bounty 

to Spammers. For you and your friends’ security, do not forward emails no matter how they might entreat you to do so. 

  

If you wish to send along the content of an email you have received, create a new email and cut & paste the content of the old email 

into the new one. What you have to do is highlight just the email message you wish to send on and right click on it. Select "copy" 



from the menu that appears and set up for a new email. Click on the new message area and then right click and select "paste" from the 

menu that appears.  This will give you a clean email to send out.  To maintain privacy when you are sending an email to a number of 

people use the "Bcc:" or blind carbon copy function instead of "To:" or "Cc:" 

This only sends each person on your list your address and his address instead of a long list of addresses.
